PROGRAMS
All campers get to participate in programs 
during Summer Day Camp. Campers that are 
in Preschool through Kindergarten will get to 
sample each of our programs as they rotate 
through the week.

Campers that are First Grade and up will get to choose their 
programs at the beginning of the week. Our trained staff 
will lead campers through activities that are inspired by the 
themes of the week. Each day will be a new activity within 
that program.

Arts and Crafts | Campers will experience weekly 
themed activities to tap into their inner artist. 
Campers will have an opportunity to earn awards in 
beading, weaving, drawing, and painting.

Landsports | Campers will experience different sports 
to expand their knowledge on the game, increase 
their physical activity, and develop teamwork.

STEAM | Campers will participate in activities centered 
around Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts, and 
Mathematics.
